TO CLASSES IN CAR 
• Today the Administration dis-
closed that Dr. Kraft will trans-
port the Earlham college student 
teachers to and from their various 
schools in the new college Cadillac 
'40, when he recovers from his re-
cent malady. 
Yes, students, strange as it may 
seem to all of you, Dr. Kraft . . . 
Quite coincidentally. Back to the 
Cadillac. This newest acquisition is 
a gift from Miss Castator, made 
possible by her participation in a 
recent photographic contest.

"Ex-
pense is not to be spared" said 
Dave Hawk, president. "We'll foot 
the bill, no matter the cost." 

Besides these two donations the 
class also unanimously consented 
to buy a new water fountain for 
Carpenter Hall. It will be installed 
tomorrow. 

Announce Plans 
For Building 
Swimming Pool 
• Four hundred and fifty students 
will begin excavations for the new 
swimming pool, to be located on 
the Heart in front of Earlham Hall, 
immediately after Spring vacation. 
President Dennis has been using 
all his persuasive powers on the 
Board of Trustees for several 
years, but it was just this week 
that the Board gave their unani-
mous consent. 

The principle use of the new 
swimming pool will be for the girls 
of Earlham Hall to dive into dur-
ing fire drills. Huge lights will be 
placed around the pool and they 
will automatically be turned on 
when the fire drill signal is given. 

The pool will also be used by 
the Biology department. Dr. Mar-
kle, Dr. Garner, and Mr. King 
clapped their hands in complete 
joy when they were told that they 
would be allowed to keep their en-
tire collection of marine life in it. 
One animal, the crab, will be ex-
cluded from the pool because it is 
thought that it might discourage 
swimmers. 

To save expenses the entire stu-
dent body will assist in the build-
ing of this pool. All students will 
be expected to dig during their 
free hours. Smoking will be al-
lowed and cokes will be served so 
that so much time will not be 
wasted in going back and to the 
Manor. 

John Farr will be the general 
director of the excavation work 
and on his committee will be Jane 
Turner, Mary Campbell, Mary 
Daggy, Betty Eggemeyer, Emily 
Jean Semler, Dorothy Sharpless, 
and Jeanne McBrady.  

• A bevy of Earlham students 
were recently observed clamoring 
at the hospital doors of Earlham 
Hall. Braving dread bacilli, these 
devoted followers were seeking in-
formation on Dr. Milton Kraft, who 
recently acquired a most unusual 
disease, involving a general swell-
ing of glands in the region of the 
neck.

For several months G-men have 
been watching Earlham believing 
that it is a hotbed of Commun-
ism from which powerful sub-
versive elements were working. 

G-Men cracked the case when 
they allegedly observed Sally 
Giest putting copies of the "Daily 
Worker" in the fan mail. Sally 
Giest and Elizabeth (Butch) 
Wright, believed to be leaders of 
the party, are being held with-
out bail in the Wayne County 
Jail. More arrests are expected at 
any moment.

5 Students Out 
For Unamerican 
Activities 
• "The subversive influence of 
politics must be kept out of Earl-
ham at all cost," said President 
Dennis, when he expelled five stu-
dents yesterday. Four sophomores 
and a freshman have been asked to 
leave for spreading aggressive war 
propaganda in favor of Germany. 
The Dennis Committee of Investi- 
gation of un-American Activities 
revealed to the board that Bill 
Hale, Earl Fowler, Lowell Cox, 
Wayne Guernsey and Butch Wright 
are in the pay of the dreaded Nazi 
Bund. They are charged with set-
ting up a recruiting bureau to fight 
the Allies through the local Stu-
dent Peace Volunteers. Cox and 
Miss Wright were caught red-
handed with large quantities of 
pro-war propaganda by Miss Geist, 
when she came to throw them out 
of the libe basement for making 
too much noise. Fowler, who has 
just finished two plays and six-
teen poems proving the beauty and 
necessity of war, was caught mis-
appropriating 16 cents from the 
treasury of the Peace group for a 
fund to buy Germany an airplane. 
Hale and Guernsey are in league 
with these three. The group issued 
a statement "As members of the 
Peace Volunteers, we have made 
a careful study of the situation, 
and find that there is no way out 
but making the world safe for to-
talitarianism." 

Students Here 
Reach Total 
Of 25,000 
• It was officially announced in 
the Registrar's office this after-
noon that the enrollment for the 
second semester is 25,000 students. 
According to statistics collected 
from universities and colleges 
throughout the country this num-
ber makes Earlham the largest edu-
cational institution in the country. 
It is now possible to take any type 
of course at Earlham that a student 
may want. 

In announcing this figure the 
Head Registrar, Miss Thornburg, 
gave credit for the splendid in-
crease over last year to hard-
working Robert Huff and good-
looking Lawrence Leland. The lat-
ter's influence explains the large 
number of beautiful women now 
enrolled. Of course these two men 
have a huge staff to aid them. 

The publicity department of the 
university is still under the di-
rection of Paul Ingels, now head of 
the College of Advertising. It was 
through his office that Earlham's 
chapel programs were so publicized 
as to play to Standing Room Only 
at 35 cents per seat. That their ef-
forts have been so recognized has 
been a continual source of amaze-
ment to Earlham's faculty who 
furnish the programs. 

In his advertising material Mr. 
Ingels has been aided by the splen-
did new buildings added to the 
campus. The new men's dorm is 
the last word in modern comfort 
and efficiency and has been built 
with special smoking parlors where 
students may entertain friends.

• Judge Schnizel of the City 
court announced yesterday after-
noon that a prominent Earlham 
student, Miss Dorothy Myrick, had 
been confined to the City Jail since 
Monday morning on charges pre-
ferred by the Society for the Pre-
vention of Cruelty to Dumb Ani-
mals. 

When questioned, an official of 
the society said that the defendant 
had been caught in the act of at-
tacking, with deliberate and mali-
cious intent, one small black cock-
roach which chanced to cross Miss 
Myrick's path as she was prepar-
ing to retire for the evening. The 
instrument used was a murderous-
looking black foot. 

In view of the brutal nature of 
her crime "Mike" will be held 
without bail until the day of the 
trial, which will be Monday morn-
ing, April first.

EINSTEIN WILL SPEAK 
AT E. C. MEETING 
• Doctor Albert Einstein will ad-
dress a joint meeting of the Earl-
ham Science club and the Indiana 
section of the American Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Sci-
ence at 8:00 on Monday evening, 
April 15. The meeting will be the 
first of a series of three evening
